HKIA/ARB Professional Assessment Handbook

Year-out Practical Experience (Category B) – Proofs for Overseas Experience

Paragraph 2.3.3 (c) of the PA Handbook states that:

“For year-out experience gained in an architectural practice overseas, the candidate has to demonstrate to the HKIA’s satisfaction that the experience was accumulated under the direct supervision of a full member in good standing of a of a nationally recognized architectural professional institution, or an architects registration body in the country in which the experience was gained.  The Professional Assessment Committee shall have full discretionary power to decide on a case-by-case basis as to the acceptance of overseas year-out experience.”
Documents to be submitted to demonstrate the relevance of such experience include:

1. a photocopy of the membership (national architectural professional institution) or registration (national architectural registration body) certificate of the candidate’s direct office supervisor; and

2. a confirmation letter on the practical experience in architecture the candidate gained under the direct supervision of the bearer of the certificate(s) described in paragraph 1. above.  The letter should be issued by the architectural practice in which the overseas practical experience was gained.  The letter should bear the direct office supervisor’s signature which is identical to that on the candidates HKIA Log Sheets.

3. HKIA Log Sheets logging details of the overseas experience, duly signed by the direct office supervisor and candidate.

These are to be submitted at the time of registration.  The Professional Assessment Committee might require the submission of further proofs or verification regarding the overseas experience.
