4. Eligibility & Terms of Office
(Extract of The Rules of The Institute https://www.hkia.net/en/pdf/rulesofinstitute.pdf)
26
The Council shall consist of a President, two Vice Presidents and the Chairmen of the Boards as well as an Honorary Secretary, an Honorary Treasurer and eight Ordinary Members of the Council and the Immediate Past President who shall be an ex-officio Member of the Council.
27
Any member of the Council may resign his office by notice in writing to the Council.

28
Any Member of the Institute who is an ordinarily resident of Hong Kong shall be eligible for the office of President, provided that, at the date of the commencement of his proposed term of office, he will have at some time served on the Council for at least two years. The President shall be elected for two years and subject to Rule 42 thereafter shall not be eligible for a further term of this office until the expiration of four years from the termination of his second consecutive year of office.
29
Any Member of the Institute who is an ordinarily resident of Hong Kong shall be eligible for the office of Vice President. Any Vice President shall be elected for two years and subject to Rule 43 thereafter shall not be eligible for a further term of this office until the expiration of four years from the termination of his second consecutive year of office.
30
Any Member of the Institute who is an ordinarily resident of Hong Kong shall be eligible for the offices of Honorary Secretary and Honorary Treasurer. The Honorary Secretary and Honorary Treasurer shall be elected for two years and thereafter shall be eligible for further terms of office of one year at a time provided that no Honorary Secretary or Honorary Treasurer who has served in either or both capacities for four consecutive years shall be eligible again for either office until the expiration of four years from the termination of his fourth consecutive year of office.
31
Any member of the Council shall be eligible for the office of Board Chairman. Board Chairmen shall be elected by the Council for two years and thereafter shall be eligible for a further term of this office for two years. No Member of the Institute shall hold the office of Board Chairman for more than four consecutive years.
32A
Any Member of the Institute who is an ordinarily resident of Hong Kong shall be eligible for the office of Ordinary Member of the Council. Ordinary Members of the Council shall be elected for two years and thereafter shall be eligible for a further term of this office for two years. No Member of the Institute shall hold the office of Ordinary Member of the Council for more than four consecutive years.
32B
No Member of the Institute shall be a member of the Council in any combination of capacities for more than six consecutive years provided that:
(i) subject to Rule 28, any Member of the Institute may stand for the office of President at any time;
(ii) nothing herein shall affect the right of the Immediate Past President to become ex-officio Member of the Council for a term of 2 years immediately after the termination of his office as President as the said ex-officio Member of the Council.
33
Any two or more Members may nominate candidates for the offices of President, Vice President, Honorary Secretary, Honorary Treasurer and for Ordinary Membership of the Council. Such nominations shall be delivered to the Honorary Secretary at least twenty-one days before the third Quarterly General Meeting held on the date fixed in accordance with Rule 55.
34.
Nominations for the offices of President, Vice President, Honorary Secretary, Honorary Treasurer, and for Ordinary Membership of the Council may be made by the Council.
42
In the event of the death or resignation of the President, one of the two Vice Presidents shall be elected by the Council to take his office. The term of office of any person succeeding or being appointed to the office hereof shall terminate at the date of which the term of office of the President would have terminated but for the resignation or death or vacation of office of such President. A person succeeding or being appointed to office as aforesaid shall notwithstanding anything herein contained be eligible for immediate election to the same office.
43
In the event of the death or resignation of the Vice President, the Council shall appoint one of their members in his stead. The term of office of any person succeeding or being appointed to the office hereof shall terminate at the date on which the term of office of the Vice President would have terminated but for the resignation or death or vacation of office of such Vice President. A person succeeding or being appointed to office as aforesaid shall notwithstanding anything herein contained be eligible for immediate election to the same office.

In the event of the death or resignation of the Honorary Secretary or the Honorary Treasurer the Council shall elect a successor who shall be qualified within the provision of Rule 30 to fill the vacant office until the next Annual Election of an Honorary Secretary or Honorary Treasurer and the Member so elected shall go into office forthwith.

In the event of the death or resignation or temporarily absence from its meetings of any member of the Council, Council may appoint a Member to take his place.
